             he Humboldt Arts Council’s 
             Permanent Art Collection 
             was created in 1996 by the 
Council’s first President, 
Dr. Richard Anderson, with the 
purpose of publicly displaying original 
works of art in Humboldt County 
schools to give children the 
opportunity to “live with art”. 

The Permanent Collection continued to grow 
during the residency of the Council in the 
Humboldt Cultural Center at 422 First Street 
in Old Town Eureka, and in 1991, the 
Permanent Collection doubled in number 
with the donation of over one hundred works 
of art from the personal collection of well 
known artist and patron Morris Graves.

Today the Humboldt Arts Council’s 
Permanent Collection is housed in the 
Morris Graves Museum of Art and is being 
conserved under the direction of Jemima 
Harr, Museum Director/Curator

One of our most recent 
additions, “Samoa Bunker” by 
Ingrid Nickelsen was donated 
by her step-daughter Laura 
Mullen after a recent 
exhibition of Ingrid’s life and 
work.

“The Ship of Fools,” 1991 is done in acrylic on masonite 
and donated by the artist. Glenn Berry is a former 
professor of art at Humboldt Sate Universtity and a 
generous supportor of the Humboldt Arts Council.
